Maths 

 
During our computing lessons, the 
children will be learning about 
making healthy media choices in 
their e-safety session and focusing 
on basic skills to navigate the 
computers. 
 

Homework will be assigned every Friday or children may collect paper copies from their class teacher. If a child does not complete their maths or spelling homework, they 
will stay in during their breaktime. 
 Maths Shed: Every week, children will complete a times table test in the classroom. On Maths Shed, they will be assigned the times table that they are focusing on for their weekly 

test. They should complete 5 games. https://www.mathshed.com/en-gb/  
 Spellings: The children will have a weekly spelling test. Their spellings will be assigned every Friday and they should complete 5 games. https://www.spellingshed.com/en-gb/  
 Reading: Every child can access their reading diary online- https://learningwithparents.com/  Each child should aim to read at least 4 times a week. 
 

During our science lessons, we will compare and 
group together different kinds of rocks based on 
their appearance and simple physical properties. 
We will then move on to looking at state of 
matter. We will compare and group materials and 
observe that some materials change state when 
heated or cooled. 
The children will be introduced to the  
Spanish language and learn greetings, numbers 
and colours. 
In their art lessons, they will be introduced to the 
idea of making gestural drawing, exploring charcoal 
as a medium. In music lessons, they will learn and 
use musical notation.
